Hi everyone. For this edition of RNF- RNF 125, I thought we would finish our interesting ideas term by looking at the very fast 

developing Bullfrog Gambit for White. An interesting idea, it’s where White starts 1. pawn to d4, and Black replies by bringing out 

their King Knight to f6. (The good news is, such is an extremely common reply to 1. d4 by Black- you’re likely to get it a lot from 

your opponents!). Now, White goes 2. pawn to g4! And this is the main move of the Bullfrog! White’s saying if you don’t do 

something Mr. or Mrs’ Black, I will push my g pawn up to g5 and attack your knight anyway! So, when Black takes our g pawn with 

their knight (the most common move), White has pawn to e4 now with complete central control and they attack the knight 

anyway. White
