TACTICAL TIPS + TRICKS:                                     

Hi everyone. This RNF will cover one of the trickiest quote unquote ‘simple strategies’ from the get go there is, that of ‘creating 

imbalanced positions’. But the good news is, an imbalanced position is easy, when you know what it is and what to look for in  

your games. Imbalanced positions are any difference in the position between you and your opponent while still being an equal 

game. For example, a classic imbalance is bishop v knight. Both are worth 3 points. Or you might have 2 Rooks v Queen and pawn 

(both = 10 points). Imbalances help players win as they create differences in the position to work on- they can help create plans. 

I.e. get my knight jumping around the board and block their bishop. The noteboom variation of the Queens Gambit is one opening
