Your school can enter up to 5 
players, for each time that your school has qualified in 
this season.
This tournament is a 7-round ‘Swiss’ competition.  This 
means that all players play 7 games and no-one is 
‘knocked out’ of the tournament.

Chess clocks will be used in this event.  There will be a 
short demonstration on the use of chess clocks before the 
start of the tournament.
The time limit is 15 minutes per player per game.
